Subject: People

Assignment: Your first shooting assignment will be done in class with an assigned partner. You and your partner will take turns photographing one another.  You will shoot 12 quality exposures of the other person.

· Objectives:
· You will become familiar with the basic functions of your camera by exposing a roll of film.

· You will create high quality compositions which use the elements and principles of
design.

· Criteria: When photographing your partner, follow these criteria:

· Each of the twelve exposures must be from a different angle or view.

· No more than 3 full-body shots – move in on your subject.

· Compositions must be interesting and unique – avoid straight-on centered poses.

· Images must be well exposed, using the light meter.

· Recording Your Information: You must record information for every single exposure. This is the best way to learn from your mistakes and successes. On your exposure log record the following:

· Exposure number

· Shutter speed

· Aperture

· Description of the picture

This log will be part of your final grade. TAKE THE TIME TO FILL IT OUT!

Be creative and enjoy yourselves! This project can be a lot of fun if you’re willing to experiment.
