· your own personal perspective

· information about your creative process

the way that you used your materials
Here are some tips for writing your artist statement:

· Be brief and concise. Usually one or two paragraphs are plenty. 

· Explain why you created your art and what it means to you.

· Convey your feelings about your art. 

· Avoid complex explanations.

· Use language that everyone can understand.

· Don’t assume that your viewers will know what you know.
