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Cubist Portraits

Cubism refers to a style of art in which three-dimensional forms are fragmented into smaller planes. These planes depict a change in surface direction. The result is generally an abstracted, geometric version of a recognizable image.

For this project you will be creating your own cubist self-portrait. You will use your knowledge of the contours of the face to help you determine how to fragment your portrait into planes. 

Follow these steps:

· Choose the best portrait sketch that you’ve done as the basis for this project.

· Transfer the sketch onto watercolor paper, adding the cubist geometric planes.

· Use a China marker to draw over the lines of your portrait. 

· Lightly shade the shadows of the face using the China marker.

· Use the marbling watercolor technique to paint your portrait. Be sure to create color contrast for the different areas of the painting.

You will be graded on the follow criteria:

· Your painting must show accurate facial proportions.

· Your painting must demonstrate the cubist style by showing the planes of the face.

· Your painting must show good craftsmanship and appropriate use of the painting technique.
