Grading Criteria

Studio Production: The main focus of this course will be on the artwork created in class. Each production project will be assessed based on the criteria given at the beginning of the assignment. 

Visual Journal/Homework: Students will be given a drawing assignment with a short written response every Friday, to be completed by the following Friday. All artwork should be done in the students’ sketchbooks. Students will often have some class time to work on these assignments, but unfinished work will be done as homework.

Critiques, Written Reflections, and Research: Group and individual critiques will be used to evaluate student progress. Written reflections on processes and projects will be an assessed part of each unit. Students will also produce a research project on a well-known artist. 

Participation: Participation will be assessed on student’s willingness to work consistently and to contribute in a positive, respectful, and cooperative manner.  Along with their own daily work, students will be expected to fully participate in classroom discussions, student critiques, and daily clean-up responsibilities. Participation will make up 20% of each marking period grade. 

Attendance: It is essential that students have good attendance in order to be successful in a studio art class. Tardiness and unplanned absences negatively affect the progress of everyone involved in the class. 

· Students must contact me the day they return from an absence regarding the work they missed. 
· Students with excused absences will be given the amount of time they were gone plus one extra day to make up missed work. 

· Students who arrive without a pass after the bell will be marked tardy. Three unexcused tardies will result in a call home and detention with the teacher. Students who fail to fulfill assigned detentions will receive an administrative referral.

· Repeated unexcused absences will result in a call home, administrative referral, and detention or other disciplinary action. 
Grade Set-Up

Course Work = Art projects, Practice drawings, Visual Journals (homework), Hand-outs, Critiques, Written Reflections
Participation = Daily work, attitude, effort, clean-up duties, classroom contributions

1st Marking Period Grade = Course Work (80%) + Participation (20%)

2nd Marking Period Grade = Course Work (80%) + Participation (20%)

Final Exam Grade = Research Project + Final Test 

Semester Grade = 1st Marking Period (40%) + 2nd Marking Period (40%) + Final Exam Grade (20%)
