The following information explains what is expected of students in this class. It is important that students, parents, and the teacher understand the classroom expectations so that everyone can contribute to the success of this course. If you have any questions regarding this information, please feel free to contact me. 

Grading Criteria

Studio Production: The main focus of this course will be on the artwork created in class. Each production project will be assessed based on the criteria given at the beginning of the assignment. 

Visual Journal/Homework: Students will be given a drawing assignment with a short written response every Friday, to be completed by the following Friday. All artwork should be done in the students’ sketchbooks. Students will often have some class time to work on these assignments, but unfinished work will be done as homework.
Tests, Critiques, Bookwork, and Research: Occasional written tests will be given to assess student comprehension of important terms and concepts. Group and individual critiques will be used to evaluate student progress. Bookwork with hand-outs and notes will also be evaluated. Students will also research and write a paper on assigned topic. 

Participation: Participation will be assessed on student’s willingness to work consistently and to contribute in a positive, respectful, and cooperative.  Along with their own daily work, students will be expected to fully participate in classroom discussions, student critiques, and daily clean-up responsibilities. Participation will make up 20% of each marking period grade. 

Attendance: It is essential that students have good attendance in order to be successful in a studio art class. Tardiness and unplanned absences negatively affect the progress of everyone involved in the class. 

· Students must contact me the day they return from an absence regarding the work they missed. 
· Students with excused absences will be given the amount of time they were gone plus one extra day to make up missed work. 
· Students who arrive without a pass after the bell will be marked tardy. Three unexcused tardies will result in a call home and detention with the teacher. Students who fail to fulfill assigned detentions will receive an administrative referral.
· Repeated unexcused absences will result in a call home, administrative referral, and detention or other disciplinary action. 
Grade Set-Up
Class Work = Art projects, Practice drawings, Visual Journals (homework), Bookwork, Hand-outs, Critiques, Quizzes

Participation = Daily work, attitude, effort, clean-up duties, classroom contributions

1st Marking Period Grade = Class Work (80%) + Participation (20%)

2nd Marking Period Grade = Class Work (80%) + Participation (20%)

Final Exam Grade = Research Paper + Final Test 

Semester Grade = 1st Marking Period (40%) + 2nd Marking Period (40%) + Final Exam Grade (20%)
Classroom Expectations
1.  Treat others with respect and decency. 


Be thoughtful about how your words and actions affect those around you.
2.  Your behavior should positively affect the learning environment. 


Come prepared and be on time. Be present and engaged in our learning community.
3.  Demonstrate a sense of safety and respect for the classroom environment.


Be safe and clean up after yourself. 
Consequences for Violations of Expected Behavior

1.  First Offense: Verbal warning

2.  Second Offense: Conference with the teacher
3.  Third Offense: Parent or guardian notified and detention assigned
4.  Forth Offense: Behavior referral to class administrator
Note: Serious offenses such as significant safety violations will result in a more severe consequence such as immediate detention or referral. 

Consequences for Exceeding Expectations
Students will be rewarded for positive classroom behaviors which exceed expectations such as helpfulness with classmates and extra clean-up activities. Students will be informed during the classroom orientation as to which behaviors are expected and which behaviors are considered exceptional. Rewards might include extra credit, free time, or class parties.

Classroom Expectations
We will take some time as a group to establish our classroom behavior expectations. At this point in your education, you probably have a good idea of which behaviors contribute to a productive, harmonious, enjoyable learning environment, and which behaviors detract from that. 

Please take a few minutes to consider your suggestions for expectations for yourself, your classmates, and me. Try to use positive language such as “We will be on time” rather than “No tardies”.

Individually:

Consider the following topics:

· Preparation

(ie. We will bring the required materials to class every day.)

· Time

(ie. We will arrive to class on time; We will use our time efficiently; etc.)

· Conduct

(ie. We will turn off our cell phones; We will follow instructions, etc.)

· Respect

(ie. We will encourage and support each other; We will avoid offensive language, etc.)

· Participation

(ie. We will listen to others attentively; We will contribute to class discussions, etc.)

Please write your suggestions for ideal classroom behaviors on the post-it notes provided. Try to come up with several ideas, with one idea per post-it.

Find the large paper with the heading you think best fits your suggestion, and place each post-it accordingly.

In your small group:

Take your assigned large paper topic and organize each post-it into categories. Place similar ideas into groups, and then summarize each important behavior expectation. If possible, try to create 3 “golden rules” for your category, based on your peers’ suggestions. Be ready to share these with the class.
