International Fables

What is a fable? A fable is a short story, often with animals as characters, which teaches a moral or lesson. (Example: The Tortoise and the Hare) 

Nearly every culture uses fables to teach values to children. The animals in fables are usually anthropomorphized, meaning they take on human characteristics and behaviors, so that we can identify with them. 
You will chose a fable which has origins outside of the United States. Ideally, you will choose a fable from a culture of your own ethnic heritage or ancestry. You will then research fables from that culture. 
Which culture(s) will you explore?

Choose your favorite fable, and print a copy, or make a photocopy from a book. Then answer these questions:

Who are the main characters in this fable? What do you think they look like?
What other imagery comes to mind? (Setting? Symbols? Related objects? Etc.)
What is the moral of this fable? What scene from the fable best captures the moral?
Use your above responses to create 3 to 4 thumbnail sketches in your sketchbook. Your sketches should illustrate the moral of the fable or the most important scene from the fable.
