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Surrealist Photomontage

The Surrealist art movement focused on dreams and subconscious thought. The works of art that came out of this movement were often mysterious and bizarre. Objects were combined in unexpected ways (juxtaposition), or people/creatures were placed in unusual circumstances.

One particular technique that came from the Surrealist movement was “photomontage”. In a photomontage, an artist uses existing photographs, cuts them up, and combines them with other photographs or drawings/paintings to create a new composition. 

For this project, you will be creating your own surrealistic photomontage using existing photographic images from magazines or other sources. 

Your work will be graded on the following criteria:

· Use of surrealistic ideas (unusual combinations, bizarre circumstances, etc.)

· Imagination and creativity

· Craftsmanship (glue not visible, clean cutting, not lumpy, etc.)

· Strength of composition (image must be unified)

Try to pick an overall theme to help to unify your composition. Use your imagination and create unexpected juxtapositions in the tradition of the Surrealists.
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
