Photorealism Drawing
For this assignment, you will use a grid system to create a drawing in the photorealism style. You will follow a procedure which is similar to the process used by the artist Chuck Close.

Objectives:

1. You will learn to capture an image in a realistic manner by breaking it into small pieces using a grid system.

2. You will learn to apply the full-scale shading technique to a complex drawing.

Materials:

· Still Life Photo (5”x7”)

· Ebony drawing pencil

· Eraser

· Ruler

· 12”x18” white paper

Procedure:

1. Practice the grid drawing transfer technique with the Picasso line drawing.

2. Create a grid of ½ inch squares on your still life photo. Label the top squares 1-14 and the side squares A-J.

3. Draw a 10”x14” grid onto the large white paper using 1”x1” boxes. Label each square in the same manner as your photo. Keep the grid lines VERY LIGHT.

4. Evaluate the shapes and lines in each individual square of the photo, and recreate the shapes and lines onto the grid on the large white paper. Keep your sketch VERY LIGHT.

5. Transfer the shaded values from the photo onto the white paper. Be sure to use the full value scale (black, white, and several shades of gray).

You will be evaluated on the following criteria:

· Drawing – accuracy, proportion

· Shading – full value range is shown, transitions between values are smooth
· Composition – interesting use of the Principles of Design (balance, movement, emphasis, etc.)
· Craftsmanship – drawing technique and presentation show time and care
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
