Photoshop Basics:
Opening An Image

· Open Photoshop (in Applications)

· File to Open: Select and click on desired image 

· Can work on multiple images at once by toggling between tabs at top

Saving An Image: 

· Save all work on school server space or personal thumb drive

· Do NOT save work on lab computers

Layers: Add by clicking paper with bent corner in lower right (under Background)
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History: Look for this Icon on the upper right side of the screen:    [image: image2.png]



· Can see all of your steps

· If you click back to earlier steps, you can easily see if/where you made a mistake
Short Cuts: 

Command C = Copy

Command V = Paste

Command X = Cut

Command D = Deselect
Command Z = Undo
Command + = Zoom In

Command - = Zoom Out

Tool Bar: See attached sheet

When in doubt, hit “enter”

Blemish Touch Up – Use Spot Healing Brush Tool

· Under Patch Tool

· Looks like band aid

· Use brackets [ ] to make it larger and smaller, or adjust using slider at the top

· Click and drag over blemishes or wrinkles to make them blend in

Remove an Unwanted Object – “You must select to effect.” 
Laso tool – draw roughly around the object
· Edit to Fill to Content Aware or:

· On background, click “delete” and use “content aware” option in window

· On layer, click “option delete”

Add an Object - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=vB2prjFwmWA
Leave background unchanged – Think of it as clear pieces of acetate that you can put over the photo and make changes, with changing the background


Can turn layers on and off by clicking eye next to layer


Name each layer


Allows you to work non-destructively
