Process Journal #4 – Two Tone Portrait
For this assignment, you will create a self portrait that focuses only on the highlights and shadows of your face. You will need to use strong, directed lighting to help you see dramatic shadows. Your final product will be a two-toned drawing with only black and white. You may use a sharpie or other black marker or ink for this piece.
· Consider composition. How can you use the space of your page? Think about cropping or enlarging your portrait to add drama.
· Consider using a dramatic expression to go with the dramatic lighting.

· Consider your background/negative space. How will you make this look like a finished work of art? (ie. Adding color, pattern, additional materials, etc.)

· Consider using an alternative surface to add visual interest. You could create this drawing on a map, a page from an old book, a sheet of newspaper, etc.
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
