Process Journal #5 – Finding the Highlights
For this week’s process journal, you will draw a self-portrait on black paper with a white drawing tool. (color pencil, pastel, oil pastel, chalk, etc.) When drawing with white materials on a black background, you will be focused on drawing the highlights rather than the shadows. This is a reversal of the typical approach, and requires a switch of thinking. 

Strong lighting will help you see the highlights vs. shadows more easily, so consider using a directed light when you draw. 

Draw large to fill most of the page, and consider adding a facial expression or pose for greater drama.
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
