Process Journal 7 – “Blobimals”
This process journal will NOT be a self-portrait. Instead, you will focus on a process that encourages imagination and spontaneity – both important characteristics for an artist. 

1. Go blob hunting! Look around your home, school, or outdoors for “blobs” in your environment. Sources could be a pattern in wood grain, a stain on the counter, an oil spill on the sidewalk, or any other odd shape that you can find.

2. Draw the shape in your sketchbook with PEN. 
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3. Do this 4 more times, with each shape on a different page.

4. Study each drawing. Turn the shape in every direction, looking for creatures to emerge. Begin adding details and other elements to complete the creature.
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5. Add texture and shading to give your creature more character. Think about adding a simple environment.
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6. Complete at least 2 of your blob animals. Your creatures do not need to be realistic. Be creative and have fun!
