Photography I

Research Project

For your next project, you will research the life and work of a well-known photographer. You will use the information you gather to guide your next shooting project. 

There are only two requirements for the photographer that you choose. The first is that there must be several sources written about the artist so that you can find all of the necessary information. Secondly, you should choose a photographer whose work you like, because you will eventually be creating your own photographs in his or her style. 

You will have some time in class to do research in the Media Center. The Media Center has several books and magazines on photography. You may also use the Internet, encyclopedias, and general art history books as sources. You will use these resources to complete your “Photography Research Guide”. This form will be included in your grade for this project. It must be filled out completely and thoroughly.

Shooting Project

Once you have researched the life and work of a photographer, you may begin taking your own photographs. Your images should reflect the same style, mood, and techniques as the artist that you have studied. Follow these guidelines for your next shooting assignment:

Content

Before you begin shooting, think about the images that you’ve seen by your artist. 

· What is the philosophy or main ideas behind this person’s artwork? 

· What is the style of this artist? Specifically, consider:

· Subject matter

· Lighting

· Value contrast

· Composition

· Use of shutter speed and aperture

Plan out your images, thinking about how you can try to recreate the same style and mood as your artist through subject matter and technique.

Technical Criteria

· Four or more different shots/subjects

· Three shots of each scene – BRACKETED
· Do not shoot at a slower shutter speed than 1/60 unless you have a tripod or can
stabilize your camera in some other way.

· Keep an exposure log.

Your final product must be a mounted 5”x7” print of excellent quality.
